1.0   General:   Effective this software release all server-based units must request access to the Auto Trecon/Courier/EDFR and Reconciliation (Collection Server – CS)  vice only having to re-establish their connection. It is requested that each MISSO ensure units understand the CS process prior to requesting access. The basic troubleshooting guidelines can be found in the Collection Server PowerPoint found on the MISSA website.  Contact your local MISSO for questions concerning to the CS process.
2.0  Access Instructions:   Steps for gaining access to the Collection Server   
· To request authorization to use the Automated File Transfer and Reconciliation Process log into UD/MIPS Enterprise Version, File, Preferences.
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· Click File Transfer Service Tab. Check  Use Transfer Service,  then click the Manage Button.  
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· On the File Transfer Service Request Window and click the FTP Test Button.  This may take several minutes to complete.   
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· The UD/MIPS Server performs Server/Network connectivity tests.  
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· The FTP Progress window opens and the Test file retrieval bar tracks the test progress.
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· A successful test must be completed prior to completing the request File Transfer Service Request.   If the FTP Test fails the Collection Server Connection Failure window opens and explains the possible causes of the failure.  Select the New Button to continue or correct the cause(s) of the test failure and repeat the FTP test.
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· Complete the entire form using the following example and click the Submit button:
