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UD/MIPS SR 2004.02 Loading Instructions for NMCI Network Computers

1.0   General:   These instructions only apply to computers that have been crossed over to the NMCI Network.  All other users of UD/MIPS refer to the install instructions located on UD/MIPS CD #1.

2.0   Background:  Units that have crossed over to the NMCI network will no longer load UD/MIPS of using the 3 CD set (traditional method).  Users of UD/MIPS that have been identified in the Application-to-Mapping (ATM) document along with the user being identified, as an UD/MIPS seat will have the application pushed to the computer. The UD/MIPS application has been reengineered, tested and certified to install in a NMCI environment.  The “Client” application will be the only application pushed to NMCI seats.  The “Enterprise” (Server) version of the application will be loaded using the traditional method of CD’s. It is imperative the following instructions are followed to ensure UD/MIPS 2004.02.00 is properly loaded to a NMCI Seat on Monday, 25 October 2004.

4.1  Back up Important Files.  Recommend units accomplish exporting all files on 21   

October, 2004.
Note: Export the following files: ELSIGs, DFR, Sections, DFR notes, couriered diaries, Tickler sections, Impromptu IMR files, user fields, user field labels, server event log, user schemes, and all intelligent forms. If you have DBUM installed on your PC, export the DBUM user list, as well.
4.2  UD/MIPS Enterprise Upgrade Install – Units that control the RUC/Jurisdictional Server are responsible for the upgrade of the UD/MIPS 2004.02 UD/MIPS Enterprise Version. Units connecting to the RUC Server will need the IP of the RUC/Jurisdictional Server in order to connect the client to the Server.  

Note:  Users that currently use the SR 2004.01 Personnel Version of UD/MIPS on the NMCI Network will begin to use the UD/MIPS Client Version with SR 2004.02.  Units must contact their local MISSO for the Static IP Address of the RUC/Jurisdictional Server they will connect into immediately to ensure a successful transition.

The Enterprise Upgrade must be accomplished NLT 23 October 2004.  
Use the following instructions to upgrade the Enterprise Version:
4.2.1 Close all open applications and Log in to the Server  with Administrator-level access.

4.2.2 Put the CD labeled UD/MIPS Software Release 2004-02 UD/MIPS Disk 1 Oracle 9i Disk 3 in your CD-ROM drive.

The InstallShield Wizard, Welcome window opens.
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4.2.9    Choose Next.  The Software License Agreement window opens.
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4.2.10   Choose Yes.  The Install Shield Wizard, Setup Type for Software window opens.
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4.2.11   Select Re-initialize database to version 2004.02.00.

Note:  If you reinitialize the database, back up your important files. 
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4.2.12  Choose Next.  The Number of Concurrent Users window opens.
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4.2.13  In the Concurrent box, type the number of current users.

4.2.14  Choose Next.  The DB User Manager Ids window opens.
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4.2.15 In the Primary box, you must type the user ID for the person who will be the primary administrator of the Database User Management (DBUM) System.

4.2.16 In the Alternate box, type the ID number for the alternate database manager.

Note:  It is best to use generic user Ids instead of an individual's name and initials.  This facilitates transitions between administrators as they come and go.  The graphic shows an example.
4.2.17 Choose Next.  The Setup Status window opens.

4.2.22 Import the following files: ELSIGs, DFR, Sections, DFR notes, couriered diaries, Tickler sections, Impromptu IMR files, user fields, user field labels, and all intelligent forms. Download a Full TRECON in SR 2004.02 format.  This must be accomplished for each Reporting Unit on the Server.   
4.3 UD/MIPS Client Upgrade Install (NCMI Machine Only):  Users that have crossed over to the NMCI Network will have the UD/MIPS 2004.02 Client Version Radia pushed to their computer on 25 October 2004.  This process will not add the TNS Name entry that will allow the client to connect to the RUC Server.  Contact your Unit NMCI Representative if the SR 2004.02 UD/MIPS Client Version of the application was not updated.  A MAC request will have to be initiated for the user’s seat to be updated. 
Note:  All UD/MIPS NMCI Users need to ensure their computer are turned on and left at the log on screen for the Radia Push to load the new software on 24 October, 2004.  Users must restart Windows at the end of the work day on Friday, 22 October, 2004 and stay logged off of the machine.  The Radia Push is a one time event that is schedule to run the evening of 24 October, 2004.    Those users that fail to ensure the computer is on will be required to complete a MAC request to have the New Version loaded.
4.3.1 The first time the UD/MIPS application is started the following question will appear.  Select Yes.
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4.3.2 Add the RUC Server IP address that the Client will be connecting to and hit Apply.   
Units must contact their local MISSO for the Static IP Address of the RUC/Jurisdictional Server if not known. 
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4.2.3  At the Oracle Login enter USERID/Password.  
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4.4 DBUM Install Instructions:  DBUM will be loaded separately from UD/MIPS using the UD/MIPS Server CD. The version of DBUM will be as current as the release of UD/MIPS on the CD.   To ensure proper loading of the DBUM follow the instructions in “DBUM Install Instructions.DOC” found on the UD/MIPS SR 2004.02 CD # 1. 

Note: The DBUM will be loaded to the RUC/Jurisdictional Server (ONLY).  The reason for this is that the DBUM application will not be NMCI certified.  A desktop version of DBUM will be made available at a later date to use from a NMCI Seat.

4.5 Reconnecting to the Collection Server Process:  See instructions posted on the MISSA website at http://missa.manpower.usmc.mil.

4.6 Post Deployment Checklist:  Each user will complete the following checklist then forward an email to the local MISSO and missa@mfr.usmc.mil with the operational status of their computer.  Include the following information on the email:  users name, machine ID, JURIS, Unit, RUC, Status or issues/problems.
Post Deployment Checklist (SR 2004.02 UD/MIPS Client)

1.  Was the SR 2004.02 UD/MIPS Client pushed to the computer:  Yes or No 

2.  Was the UD/MIPS Client able to connect to the RUC Server: Yes or No

3.  Was the User able to log into UD/MIPS and work: Yes or No
4.  All other applications on the computer start up and work properly: Yes or No
KEY - Operational = User answers Yes to all 4 questions above.

           Not Operational = User answered No to one or all of the above questions.
